Parent’s Council Meeting Minutes

May 13, 2009

· The April meeting minutes were approved.
· Carrie Bowman spoke about the Treasurer’s Report.  We are sitting on around $5000.00 after the Fund A Need donation.  Upcoming expenditures (prior to the 2009-2010 school year beginning) will be the Teacher Appreciation Luncheon, and the Summer Project.  

· Anne Goodman gave an update on the Annual Fund.  Parent Participation is 67% as of 5/12/09.  Both the 5th grade and 12th grade classes had ice-cream parties during lunch period for meeting 100% class parent participation in the Annual Fund Drive.

· Beth Heaney spoke about the Nominating Committee/Placement for Parent Council Volunteers for next year.  She thanked everyone for stepping up to help—we are looking great for the 2009-2010 school year!  The only position left to fill is an additional parent from PK, 6th or 7th grade to join the Magazine Drive Committee.  Beth will put in a blurb in Headlines requesting additional help for the Magazine Drive, which runs August 31-September 11, 2009.

· Anne spoke briefly about the Summer Project—we are looking at funding $1000.00 for the Art Department.  Martha Shaff Licea will head up the Summer Project, with approval from Rick St. Laurent, on the Art Department selection.
· Sally Foster Gift Wrap is going to be a fall fundraiser next year, but will be on-line only.  The chairperson will be Lisa Panozzo.  The timeframe for this fundraiser will be early November, as to have the product here in plenty of time for holiday wrapping.

· Red Wheel Frozen Foods will be a new fundraiser for Parent’s Council next year, running at the end of February to ensure delivery prior to Spring Break.  Veronica Huh and Amy Lucas will be organizing this fundraiser.

· The Book Fair will be held during the Fall only next year—October 19-23.  Katie Franks, Kristel Ersan, and Lynn McLaughlin will be co-chairs for the Scholastic Book Fair.  It was decided that this fundraiser requires a lot of preparation, and that the profits weren’t there to support having it again in the Spring.  We will try the new Red Wheel Fundraiser in the Spring and see how successful it is.

· Kathy Brindle, Chae Porubcin, and Cindy Mayfield will be hosting the Teacher Appreciation Luncheon/Graduation receptions this year. 
· The Back To School supply kits are being handled by Heidi Storl-Desmond and Jennifer Kearney for next year.  Information will be coming home with the children in the next week or so.  This is an opportunity to purchase ready-made (teachers’ supply lists used) kits with all the supplies your children will need for the upcoming school year.  The kits will be in each classroom on the first day of school.  Last year was the first year Parent’s Council sponsored this—many parents really liked the simplicity of a “one stop” type of supply shopping through the school, as it alleviates a lot of running around to several stores.

· Anne Goodman spoke about the 2009-2010 Fall Funding projects.  Parent’s Council usually takes teacher’s special requests for additional items they may like for their classrooms/subjects that are not included in Rivermont’s core budget.  These requests are for “extras” that make learning at Rivermont exceptional.  Rick St. Laurent made a couple of suggestions to Parent’s Council and asked for help with the following Fall Funding items.  It was voted on to spend $1200.00 on a series of 5 QC Visiting Art programs.  It was also voted on to spend $2500.00, approximately half of the cost, on special software that will allow parent access to student grades/information from home computers.
